» Be 18 years old (AnK person who is 17 years old and will be eighteen years of age at
the next election shall be permitted to register in advance and also vote in any inter-
vening primary or special election;

¢ Does not claim the right to vote in any other State;
* Not currently declared mentally incompetent by a court of law;
o If convicted of a felony, your right to vote must have been restored.

AWARENESS MONTH

The Center for Disease Control (CDC) recognizes
April as Sexual Transmitted Diseases (STD)
Awareness Month, an annual observance to raise
awareness about the impact of sexually transmit-
ted diseases (STDs) on the health of Americans
and the importance of individuals discussing sex-
ual health with their healthcare providers and, if
sexually active, their partners.

STDs affect people of all races, ages, and sexual
orientations, though some individuals experience
greater challenges in protecting their health. Peo-
ple who struggle financially may end up in circum-
stances that increase their risk for STDs. For ex-
ample, those who can't afford the basic necessi-
ties may have trouble accessing and affording
quality health care, making it difficult to receive
STD testing and other prevention services.

Regardless of community affiliation, personal de-
cisions and actions regarding condom use, part-
ner choice, and drug or alcohol abuse also affect
a person's risk for STDs. When risk behaviors are
combined with barriers to quality health infor-
mation and STD prevention services, the risk of
infection increases. To ensure that individuals
have the opportunity to make healthy decisions, it
is essential to address both the individual and so-
cial dynamics that contribute to their risk for
STDs.
